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Application form to be a TUSC candidate in the 2025 local elections
Election candidates who wish to appear on the ballot paper with a description other than just the word ‘Independent’ have to submit to the council returning officer, along with their nomination forms, a Certificate of Authorisation to use a Description, signed by the registered Nominating Officer of the party which holds the registration for the description they wish to use (or a person delegated to sign on the Nominating Officer’s behalf). 
We have produced the form below to process applications for candidates to use the Trade Unionist and Socialist Coalition (TUSC) name and emblem, or any of the other eight descriptions TUSC has registered with the Electoral Commission.
TUSC is a coalition which contests elections around an agreed core policy platform.  A local council core policies platform is agreed for each set of local elections, supplementing the TUSC platform agreed for general elections, with the latest versions of both to be found on the TUSC website at http://www.tusc.org.uk/policy.
Prospective candidates are required to endorse the core policies platform – for the 2025 elections, ‘Our Six Guarantees’ – but, with that provision, will be responsible for their own campaign.  Submitting this application form for a Certificate of Authorisation will be taken as indicating your agreement with the six guarantees. 
What happens to candidate applications?
Applications for a certificate are placed before the TUSC all-Britain Steering Committee, which reflects TUSC’s character as a coalition.  It includes official representatives of the trade unions and different socialist organisations currently participating in the coalition and elected representatives of TUSC individual members.  Other leading trade unionists, with their own constituency within their union but not officially representing it on the committee, sit in a personal capacity. The steering committee operates by consensus.
Once applications are approved by the steering committee the candidate’s name will be added to the list of prospective council candidates on the TUSC website.  The formal Certificate of Authorisation, however, will only be sent to the candidate’s election agent nearer to the start time of the official election period.
In the case of by-elections please try to submit your application as soon as possible given the often short deadlines set by councils to submit nominations.  If approved, the Certificate of Authorisation will immediately be sent to the agent named in the form unless we are otherwise notified.
